Each Student Essay Winner and
their Kindest Nominee will be interviewed for a video to be shared at our Kindness Saint Joseph event
scheduled for Saturday, March 29, 2025. Each winner will receive 4 complimentary tickets to the
Kindness Saint Joseph event (one ticket for the student, one ticket for their nominee and two additional
tickets for parents/guardians). More information about the event will be made available when the
winners are notified.

We are also looking for nominations for the Kindest School in Saint Joseph. A panel of judges will visit
the top three nominated schools to experience their “culture of kindness” firsthand. If you would like
your school to be considered for this honor, please write an essay explaining what makes your school
unique and how the school staff and student demonstrate kindness.
